CREEPING INTRUSIONS 
 
Our friend’s email had an urgent sound. She is always bright, filled with faith and joy, but today her note was 
filled with solemn concern…concern for our future. She ticked off a list of things that have changed in our world 
and cited current agendas, here and abroad, focused on the abject control and desired destruction of the “God” 
influence in our Nation. She was not wielding some verbal ax against a person; she rightly knew that we are fac-
ing an assignment that originates from Hell. Another “spirit” drives this frenzy.  
 
In her note, she said some very likely prophetic things about the calamity that could be just ahead and she ended 
with these words, “My conclusion is to pray without ceasing…I know God is awesome, but man is a mess and 
keeps eliminating Him from their lives…I’m on guard.”
